Redesigning an NHS Site
Assignment Guideline

You will have rest of the weeks to complete this project. Your objective is to redesign one of the following Web sites into an attractive, well-organized, professional Web site:

Boys Basketball

Girls Basketball

Track

Chorus

Once the project is complete, you will present the project to the Web 2 class. 

Step 1

File management will be graded.  Create appropriate folders in which to save your files:  EX: all images that will be used in the site should be saved in an images folder and all editable files that will only be used for design purposes should be saved to an _editables folder. Note:  save your files in lowercase letters and no spaces.
Step 2

Look at other Web sites that are the same as the site you are creating.  See how these sites are set up, what they have that you like and what you don't like.  Get ideas from these professional sites to incorporate into your site.  You don’t have to only look at the type of site you are creating.  Get ideas from other professional sites.  

Step 3
Using Fireworks create a prototype for the index page of your site as to how you want your recreated site to appear. 

It will display the layout and navigation of a site. This includes heading, text, and image position. It also should include any extras you foresee on the page. Use the skills you learned in the Fireworks Video Tutorials you just completed. You only have to complete the prototype (not the wireframe) for the home page.

All the planning is now in your control. It is time to compile the graphics, text and multimedia ideas together.

Ask yourself: Is your prototype detailed enough to provide a clear picture of exactly what will be happening throughout the site? 

Step 4

You must create your site using CSS and a template. You can either create your own template or you can use a template from BoxedArt.com.  You CANNOT use a free template site.  Please check to make sure any template you select from BoxedArt is not designed with tables. You CANNOT create your site with tables.
Step 5
You must use external CSS. You can have a "few" embedded styles (no more than 5), but if you use embedded styles, you must name them. In other words, you cannot have any styles named: .style1, .style2, etc. 

Step 6
Include the following items:

· You must have <meta> tags: keywords, description, author. Use in-depth keywords and a strong description.  Use your SEO skills to make this document rank on the search engines first page.
· Place your name in a comment tag in the CSS document.

· Use the content of the original Web site for the content of the redesigned site. You may add information if necessary. 

· Check the spelling in all your pages. Do not upload any pages with spelling or word usage errors!  Don’t count on the original site’s spelling!
· Validate ALL pages (html and css). Add the validation info the page, but don’t use the bulky images.  Only use the text for the validation links.
· The site must contain a consistent navigational element and background color/ image on all pages.

· Use graphics as necessary. You can use Fireworks or Photoshop to create original logos and graphics or Flash to create movies. However, you MUST export the files as jpgs, gifs, and pngs. In other words, you need to optimize the files.

· Use appropriate colors for the site. Use light color backgrounds.  Think professional.

· All graphics must have alt text.

Step 7
Check to make sure the project runs perfectly with no technical problems or error messages in ALL browsers.  That means check it in all browsers, make sure all links work, make sure all images appear, etc.
Upload your site to your nicevillehighschool.org account. (I will give you this information later.)
